Connections Food/Cold drinks Instructions
(revised February 2008)
Thank you for hosting connections time. As a member of the food and cold drinks team it is expected that you will bring in the food, set-up food and cold drink tables, be a welcoming host during connections and then clean-up. The hot drinks team is responsible for both the espresso cart and the airpot tables. That being said, if you notice something that needs doing please help them out.

It is estimated that you will be serving approximately 300-350 of the baked item and will need approximately 5-8 pounds of fresh fruit or vegetable. Please remember NO NUTS. You can make adjustments to these numbers based on your own observations as weeks go by. These amounts should be doubled for “High Sundays” (ie Thanksgiving, Advent season, Eastertime). Receipts may be submitted to Pastor Joanne Bartelt for reimbursement if you would like. 

Set-up (arrive 8:30/9:00-9:25), 2-4 people 

Most supplies are located in the first section of the pantry across the hall., A few things (ie water pitchers, cutting boards) are in kitchen.  Trolleys can be used to carry things to and from the social hall. 

On each table place tablecloth, napkins, base for drink dispenser and a few stacks of plastic cups. Most weeks we use about 5 racks worth of cups.  Extra cups for “High Sundays” are located in the second section of the pantry in a plastic tub.   Give one rack of plastic cups to the espresso team (for smoothies).  Return trolley and empty racks to kitchen near end of dishwasher.

Place food on trays (located in pantry). Keep food in kitchen (refrigerate if necessary) until church is dismissed. You can cover with plastic wrap or dish towels.  

Fill drink dispensers with lemonade and ice (or water if preferred).  Fill pitchers with water. Place these in fridge to bring out when church is dismissed.  

Put several large dirty dish collection tubs on 3 trolleys and place around hall.

Close door on dishwasher, turn on exhaust switch (behind pots and pans rack) and turn on dishwasher.

Hosting (leave church during last hymn until 11am), 2-4 people

Bring food and drinks to tables

Replenish food and water as needed, clear away empty trays

Greet “partakers”, use this time to invite new people to your group!

Clean-up (11am-1130) 3-5 people

At 11am, bring everything in from hall on trolleys, wipe off plastic tablecloths and once dry fold and replace in pantry- dispose of any ripped or stained clothes.

Pack away leftovers, take home or label and put in freezer.

Wash trays, lemonade dispensers and water pitchers in sink.  Allow to air dry.

Bring trolley of coffee cups (behind espresso bar) into kitchen near end of dishwasher. 

Mike, our custodian, has kindly offered to help with the dishwasher.  If you need help please find him. 

Fill brown plastic racks with coffee cups and wash.  Pat top of cups off with a towel and place on trolley to air dry.

Fill light blue racks with plastic cups, cover with brown plastic rack to keep cups from tipping over and wash.  Pat top of cups off with towel and place on trolley to air dry. 

Return cup trolleys to pantry when full.

Many of the miscellaneous items from the espresso cart can be run through the dishwasher as well. Someone from the coffee team should come in to help and collect up these items.
Please take home and launder any dish towels that were used. Check with the coffee team because sometimes they are doing this also.
